When the Planning Commission holds the public hearing in order to consider and study this application, they are directed by the ordinance to consider:

· Conformity of the project with the Ogema Township Comprehensive Plan.

· Whether the use is consistent with other uses in the area, and is compatible with the neighborhood.

· Whether the use will unreasonably interfere with or devalue surrounding properties.

· Whether the use will create an excessive burden on public roads and/or other public infrastructure, or create an unreasonable cost to the public.

· Whether the use will cause traffic hazards or congestion.

After the hearing, the Planning Commission will make a recommendation for approval or denial of the application to the Town Board, who shall make the final decision, including conditions necessary to protect the public’s interest, including but not limited to performance bonds and other financial instruments.  Permits are recorded at the courthouse, and are assigned to the property, not the property owner.

Terms of acceptance:

I hereby certify that the information contained in this application is true and correct.
